Accuracy - Is the information correct and based on reliable sources? Did the student
check their facts?

Organization - Is the project neat and well-arranged? Are the sections of the project easy
to read and understand?

Presentation - How well does the student explain their project? Do they speak clearly
and confidently?

Research - Did the student gather enough information? Is the research thorough and
detailed?
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Common Mistakes to Avoid
